Outcomes
1. Learn pathophysiology, diagnostics, and therapeutics related to Small Animal Internal Medicine at the postgraduate level to establish a comprehensive basis for specialty practice.
2. Review and critique the current literature pertaining to Small Animal Internal Medicine topics targeted in this semester’s course. 
3. Practice best standards of Small Animal Internal Medicine in the OVC Health Sciences Centre, according to current literature and knowledge of the topics targeted in this semester’s course. 
4. Assist graduate students in preparing for the DVSc Comprehensive Examination and the General and Specialty examinations of the American College of Veterinary Internal Medicine (ACVIM). 

Activities
Weekly class (13 sessions, 1 hour long): Each week 4 journal articles specific to a topic will be assigned as required reading prior to class. Class participants will rotate in being assigned as discussion/class leader and providing interpretation for a specific article. For students taking the class for credit, a formal seminar presentation on an assigned topic is required.
Topics: 
1. Acromegaly
2. Diabetes insipidus
3. Hypoadrenocorticism, including Critical illness-related corticosteroid insufficiency
4. Hyperadrenocorticism 1 (typical)
5. Hyperadrenocorticism 2 (atypical)
6. Hypothyroidism
7. Hyperthyroidism
8. Diabetes mellitus 1 (standard treatments)
9. Diabetes mellitus 2 (novel treatments)
10. Endocrine tumors of the pancreas
11. Pheochromocytoma and miscellaneous endocrine tumours
12. Hyperparathyroidism, hypoparathyroidism
13. Reproductive hormones


Assessment
All students attending the class (for credit or auditing) are required to write the final examination.  Exam material will cover topics from weekly reading group, class time, journal club, and basic clinical knowledge. The exam may contain multiple choice, short answer, and/or essay questions. 
The final grade will be based on:
1. Performance as the class leader – including MCQ submission (20%)
2. Participation in class discussion and journal club (20%)
3. Final examination (60%).

A passing grade is 65% for this course, as per university guidelines.
